MEMORANDUM FOR GROUP 3 PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Group 3 CAP Model Rocketry Program Bivouac Operations Order

1.  GENERAL.  
      a. The Group 3 Aerospace Education office will conduct a Model Rocketry Bivouac (Bivouac) 3-5 Feb 06 at Masonic Park and Youth Camp, Inc., located at 18050 US Highway 301 South, Wimauma, Florida 33598, just south of Sun City Center, Florida.  Construction and launching of the rockets for Stages 2 (Redstone Liberty Bell 7 and Caution! – downloadables) and 3 (Elite - kit) of the CAP Model Rocketry Program (Program) will be conducted at the Bivouac.  Cadet participants who attend the Bivouac for purposes of completing the Program must first complete Redstone Stage 1 of the Program through their squadron and attend the Workshop on 19 Nov 05 or complete Workshop events at their squadron headquarters.  A copy of the “Redstone Stage Squadron Commander’s Approval” certificate (page 23 in the CAP Model Rocketry Guide) showing completion of Redstone Stage 1 will be submitted as application to attend the Workshop. 

      b.  The 19 Nov 05 Workshop, consisting of classes and written testing for Stages 2 and 3, and cutting out the two downloadable rockets (Redstone Liberty Bell 7 and Caution!) for Stage 2, will be conducted at GP 3 HQ, 18819 US Hwy 41, Lutz, FL 33549, from 0900 until 1600 (bring a bag lunch) – may dismiss sooner; uniform is the BDUs (Battle Dress Uniform).  A Participation Letter (PL) will be published after the conclusion of the Workshop. Other documentation from the Workshop to include the Redstone commander’s certificates, the cut-out rocket parts, the “Titan Official Witness Log Written Phase Examination” certificates (page 31 in the CAP Model Rocketry Guide) and the “Saturn Official Witness Log Written Phase Examination” certificates (page 62 in the CAP Model Rocketry Guide) will be retained by GP3 HQ until the 3-5 February 2006 bivouac.  Those squadrons conducting the Stage 2 and 3 classes/testing and cutting out the Stage 2 rocket parts at their headquarters must send the items mentioned in the preceding sentence (except for cut-out rocket parts) to GP 3 HQ by 30 Nov 05.  Cut-out rockets parts are due 16 Dec 05 to GP 3HQ.
     c.  Upon satisfactorily completing the Workshop, Bivouac and all of the Program requirements, cadets will be awarded the Model Rocketry Badge and Patch in accordance with CAPR 50-20, CAP Model Rocketry Program, 15 Mar 04, and the CAP Model Rocketry Guide, 15 Mar 04.  This award may be worn on the cadet's service and battle dress uniforms as prescribed in CAPM 39-1, CAP Uniform Manual, 23 Mar 05.  Stage 2 and 3 certificates and other documentation will be given to cadets at end of Bivouac.  A Participation Letter and Personnel Authorization approving the wear of the badge/patch will be sent to squadron commanders after conclusion of Bivouac.
      d.  Sequence of events and locations:

      1.)  Stage 1 – completed at squadrons headquarters - completion certificate due to GP 3 Aerospace Education    

      Officer - 19 Nov 05 for cadets attending Workshop and 30 Nov 05 for others – see 1.b.
      2.)  Stages 2 and 3 classes and testing and cutting out of downloadable rockets for Stage 2 - 19 Nov 05 – GP 3    

      HQ or at squadrons headquarters 
      3.)  All applications and fees due 30 Nov 05 at GP 3 HQ
      3.)  Stages 2 and 3 construction and launching of rockets – 3-5 Feb 06 Bivouac – Masonic Park
2.  APPLICATION PROCESS.  Any member wishing to participate in the Bivouac should contact their unit commander immediately.  All Program participants and senior and cadet staff must submit FLWGF500 to GP 3 HQ no later than 30 Nov 05.  Program participants must also include a $20 fee with their application (see 3.).   
3.  COST.  The cost to complete the Program at the Bivouac is $20.  The cost is made payable to Group 3 Headquarters via personal check, squadron check, or money order with the application and is non-refundable. This fee covers the cost to purchase the Elite egg-lofter, engines, and other model rocketry supplies, and the applicable awards.  Senior and cadet staff who have already completed the CAP Model Rocketry Program must pay a $2 Masonic Park and Youth Camp fee which is due upon sign-in at campground.

5.  PREPARATION.  All participants should have a working knowledge of Civil Air Patrol's customs and courtesies, drill and ceremonies, and proper wear of the uniform.  Participants are also expected to meet CAP grooming standards.  Bivouac participants should also be prepared to stay overnight in open-air cabins, prepare their own meals, and endure long training days during the Bivouac.  Program participants are encouraged, though not required, to read Aerospace Dimensions: Rockets (Module 4).  Program participants also need to bring payload (egg) packing material (participant’s choice) for their egg lofter rocket.   

6.  CODE OF CONDUCT.  All participants will maintain a professional demeanor throughout the course of the Workshop and Bivouac. The Cadet Honor Code and Civil Air Patrol’s Core Values will be strictly enforced.  Any participant posing disciplinary problems will be subject to early dismissal from the Workshop and Bivouac and will not be awarded the Model Rocketry Badge. The unit commander and parent (if applicable) of any participant dismissed early from the Workshop and Bivouac will be notified of the breach of conduct.  It is the responsibility of the dismissed participant to secure transportation from the Bivouac immediately.

7.  TRANSPORTATION.  Transportation to and from the Workshop and Bivouac site is the participant's personal responsibility. Units may arrange for common transportation. Participants should contact their unit commander to inquire if such arrangements are being made. You may obtain directions to Masonic Park at www.mapquest.com by using the campground's address or via the search option.
8.  PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLES (POVs).  Any cadet (including cadet staff members) who brings a POV to the Bivouac will be required to show proof of registration and insurance as well as secure the vehicle and turn in the keys during in processing. Civil Air Patrol, its affiliates, or Masonic Park and Youth Camp, Inc. are not responsible for any damage or theft to any participant's vehicle and/or its contents.

9.  REPORTING TIMES.  Senior and cadet staff members are requested to arrive on 3 Feb 06 at the Bivouac between 1600 and 1800 hours. All others, including non-staff cadet participants, are to report in BDUs between 1800 and 1930 hours. Participants should eat dinner prior to arrival; there will not be an opportunity to eat dinner on 3 Feb 06. All participants must be flexible in regards to the Bivouac’s closure for several factors (i.e. weather, number of launches, etc) may alter the projected graduation time of 1415 hours and dismissal shortly thereafter.
10. EQUIPMENT LIST.  A list of required and/or recommended Bivouac items is provided as Attachment 1. Any items considered contraband will be confiscated and secured upon reporting in and be returned after dismissal. It is recommended that the participant pack his or her gear so that it may be transported with relative ease in one trip.

11.  MEALS.  Bivouac participants will supply and prepare their own meals for the following meals: Saturday breakfast, lunch, and dinner and Sunday breakfast and lunch. Friday dinner should be eaten prior to reporting in; Sunday's dinner may be eaten after dismissal. Cooking and cleaning utensils will not be supplied and therefore all members should plan their meals for ease of preparation and clean up. Chow times will be approximately an hour in length, which includes preparation, consumption, and clean up.

12.  MEDICATIONS.  Members must notify the Bivouac's Medical Officer of all medications of any kind including over-the-counter medications. All medications must be in the original container and prescription medications must have the original pharmacy label with the individual's name, medication's name, and dispensing instructions. Cadet medications will be collected, secured, and dispensed by the Medical Officer (unless medical necessity prevents such).  Participants requiring medication during the training will be permitted to take his or her medication in accordance to the dispensing instructions.

EQUIPMENT/CONTRABAND LIST

All items must be labeled with your last name initial and the 6 digits of your CAPID.

Example: Cadet Smith, CAPID 370000 will label all items S370000 in permanent marker.

All cadets should minimize their gear to one suitcase or duffle bag for ease of transport.  It is strongly recommended that cadets be able to carry all gear in one trip.  Storage space will be limited to member's suitcase or duffle bag capacity.
BATTLE DRESS UNIFORM (BDUs)

1-2 sets of BDUs with appropriate patches and grade insignia

1 BDU combat cap or unit cap
1 blue Air Force belt with subdued buckle for BDUs

2 brown, tan, or black T-shirts for BDUs

2 pair underclothing

2 pair heavy black socks

1 pair “well broken-in” black boots (DO NOT BRING BRAND NEW BOOTS!!)

Web belt with a minimum of 1 one-quart canteen (2 canteens strongly recommended).

PHYSICAL TRAINING UNIFORM (PTUs)

1-2 gym shorts/sweatpants

1-2 gym shirts/sweatshirts

1-2 pair white gym socks

1 pair worn-in running shoes
MISC ITEMS

1 pair shower shoes (showering opportunities will be limited or not available)

Personal toiletries (soap, deodorant, toothbrush, toothpaste, comb, brush)

Any items on this list or any additional items determined by the encampment staff to be inappropriate for encampment use will be secured for the duration of the activity and returned to the cadet after dismissal from the activity.  You should not bring any non-CAP books.
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
