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1. Regulations: The regulations governing the administration of Civil Air Patrol safety programs can be found at http://www.cap.gov, click on “Safety”, and the Florida Wing supplements to them can be found at http://www.flwg.cap.gov, again, click on “Safety”. In Group 800 we will be primarily interested in CAP Regulation 62-1 and CAP Regulation 62-2 and their Florida Wing Supplements. CAPR 62-1 and the Florida Wing supplement list several other regulations and forms which we should all read and heed. All CAP regulations, forms, publications, and manuals can be accessed at http://www.cap.gov, click on “Members” and follow the links to the item you wish.  
2. Safety Pledge: All Florida Wing units are required to recite the Florida Wing safety pledge at every unit activity, per Florida Wing Safety Officer email of 3/10/05. A PDF file with 10 copies of the pledge can be printed on business card stock and carried in a wallet or purse.
3. Safety Pyramid: Mishap reporting procedures and responsibilities are detailed in CAPR 62-2 and its Florida Wing supplement. Part of these responsibilities requires voice notification of appropriate personnel under certain circumstances. The Florida Wing Memo of 11 Jan 07 contains the safety pyramid and requires that the pyramid be posted on all bulletin boards. 
4. Monthly Reports: The Florida Wing supplement to CAPR 62-1 requires Florida Wing units to conduct monthly safety meetings. It also requires units to report the content and results of these meetings and to file a roster of participants. The report is to be filed electronically by the 10th of the following month, even if no meeting was held. The report is at http://www.formsite.com/flwinghq/form404510179. It is a straightforward web form. The script running it will alert you if you omit any required information. You will receive email verification shortly after you have successfully submitted the report. You have the option to forward a copy of the report to other email addresses. Please insure that you forward a copy to Florida Wing, Capt Crist Fellman (cfellman@tampabay.rr.com), your Group 800 commander, Maj Linda Trimpey (ltrimpeycap1@verizon.net), and your Group 800 Safety Officer, Lt Col Larry Linn (larrylinn@aol.com). Two forms that are required to be accessible to unit members are mentioned in the report. Detailed criteria for submitting the two forms are covered in CAPR62-1, CAPR62-2, and their Florida Wing supplements. Briefly, CAPF 26 “CAP Safety Improvement or Hazard Report” is used to report safety improvement suggestions, unsafe equipment, or unsafe practices. CAPF 78 ”Mishap Report Form” is used to report mishaps. CAPR62-2 Attachment 1 is very specific about what is and what is not a reportable mishap.

5. Safety Officer database report: Attached is a report that is required to be submitted to the Group 800 Safety Officer and the Florida Wing Safety Officer when a new unit Safety Officer is assigned.  If a unit doesn’t have a Safety Officer, the Commander must complete this report.

6. Annual Survey: Each CAP unit commander is required to conduct an annual safety survey. CAPR 62-1 and its Florida Wing supplement list reporting requirements. The survey is actually attachment 4 to CAPR 62-1; Florida Wing has the survey on an Excel spreadsheet.  The surveys are to be submitted in time to reach the Group 800 Safety Officer and the Florida Wing Safety Officer on or before September 31.
