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Here are the items with item #s that new Cadet Members (CMs) and Officers need (ribbons are not mandatory, though) for the service uniform and BDUs and blazer uniform combination of blazer, white shirt (or white aviator shirt - Officers only) with gray pants/slacks/skirts (patches are not authorized on white shirts and white aviator shirts) - the corporate uniform is the white aviator shirt worn with the AF blue pants/slacks with blue AF-style grade epaulets and blue 2-line nameplate – the AF flight cap and belt is authorized for the corporate uniform (but not for the gray pants/slacks/skirts) – cadets 18 years and older are authorized to wear the corporate uniform with the nameplate and grade insignia as authorized for the AF blue shirt – not all grade insignias are listed for Officers and CMs - CMs may want to order several achievements at one time (ref. CAPM 39-1 "Civil Air Patrol Uniform Manual" for placement/additional items):

The basic service uniform for males is the short-sleeve, light blue shirt (worn with a v-neck white T-shirt), dark blue trousers, blue belt/nickel buckle, blue flight cap, black shoes and black socks with the above uniform items.  The basic service uniform for females is the short-sleeve, light blue blouse, dark blue skirt or dark blue slacks, blue belt/nickel buckle (not necessary with over-blouse), flight cap, black shoes and neutral nylon hose (or other), black handbag and the above uniform items.  The Battle Dress Uniform is the long-sleeve shirt and trousers with camouflage pattern (woodland green) - be sure you buy hot weather BDUs (50% nylon, 50% cotton), plain black or brown T-shirt (unit command staff will decide which color) or unit T-shirt, blue belt/subdued buckle, BDU cap or unit baseball cap, and combat boots with black socks and the above uniform items.
